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Version Control in VB 
The purpose of this standard is to make you aware of how to control the versions in your VB Projects. VB has its own version control that has the option to automatically increment to a new version every time you create a new exe file.

However this has its problems as only the revision is updated i.e. 1.1.46 which is not terribly meaningful. It is better however to use a function to control the versions where you would just add a new line when a new version is required.

Here are the steps in creating the new version:

1) Create a Version Control function in your VB Project (see example below).

2) Now that you have a Version Control function you can add a new version by adding a new line similar to this: strVersion = “Version 1-1” 

3) You should also add a comment at the end of the new version specifying what you have changed in this new version i.e. ‘ UpdateRec function added

4) To display this new version in your program now all you have to do is assign it. 

      I.e. Form1.lblVersion = strVersion()
