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Version Control in .NET
The purpose of this standard is to make you aware of how to control the versions in your .NET Projects. 

Here are the steps in creating the new version:

Open the AssemblyInfo.vb file in your VB.NET Project
AssemblyInfo.vb

 <Assembly:AssemblyVersion(“1.0.*”)>

…

'10/09/2002 1.48 JL changes to meeting notice

'11/09/2002 1.49 JL changes to meeting search, notice and agenda - nearly done

<Assembly: AssemblyVersion("1.85.*")>
Note:  You should add a date and comment above the version attribute.

C# example from Code Auditor (AssemblyInfo.cs).

Winform 

Application.ProductVersion (this will return a string).

    If you want to only show the first few numbers, you can do this:


New Version(Application.ProductVersion).ToString(2) 

Webform (ASP.NET) or Class Library
System.Reflection.Assembly.GetExecutingAssembly().GetName().Version 
(this is already a version object)
The same applies if you want to only show the major and minor version numbers (ignore release and build numbers).
System.Reflection.Assembly.GetExecutingAssembly().GetName().Version.ToString(2)


Major, Minor, Revision versions.

In SSW, we only use the Major and Minor versions, we do not use Revision or Build version numbers, although the development environment (Visual Studio/Visual Basic 6) may change the build number.

Take for example, LookOut! 9.72

This is pronounced as version nine point seventy two.

That is, there had been 72 mini-releases since I got to release 9.

Version 9.70 is not the same as version 9.7 – in this case, 9.7 is the same as 9.07.
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
